Education in Nicaragua

The Problem: Recent statistics reveal that
the public school system in Nicaragua only
invests between $54 and $82 per child each
year (compared with $6,000-$12,000 in the
U.S.). Many teachers are underpaid and
undertrained. Many  schools are
overcrowded with 50 or 60 students in
each classroom. Of the 2 million school-
aged children in Nicaragua, only 1.6 million
are studying. The level of education in
many schools is very low and does not
often teach higher-level thinking skills,

resorting instead to rote memorization.
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The Need: There are many who dream of
having their children study in a better
school but whose economic situations
prevent them from enrolling.  NCA
Nejapa offers children the academics and
Christian foundation that are essential in
forming future leaders in a country that is
desperate for moral leadership.
